White flowers, mirabelle plum, 
toasted brioche, almond, honey aromas on 
the nose. Very attractive nose. Complex with 
a profusion of scents on the mouth, the wine 
is impressively balanced and uncommon 
with an amazing acidity. Elegant wine for a 
meal (white meat and fish). Its structure will 
make him age for a long time. 
 
TERRE D’OCRES ROUGE 2018 * 
Everything is light and sweet in this very 
pale ruby red wine aged in steel with no 
oak, spirited and floral on the nose, supple, 
tasty and fresh on the mouth. Everyday wine 
and for a barbecue.
